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Short Description:

Penitentiary Science examines the organization and function of the prison system, i.e. the
system of execution of sentences against freedom, extending from confinement to alternative
community sentencing.

The course will be comprised of three units- sections, as follows:

- The legitimacy and legality of imprisonment
- Penitentiary systems: historical and architectural approach
- Treatment and rights of prisoners — General principles of Greek Penitentiary Law

Aims:

This course focuses on the study of the Greek Penitentiary Law that determines the structure of
the prison system, regulates the operation of Detention Centres and provides for a variety of
institutions, such as parole, leave of absence, particular prisoners’ rights, etc.
